	Treasurer Report
	Karen will send tonight as she was unable to complete the June spreadsheet due to some discrepancies which she will resolve.
Brought up topic of new check signatories on checking account and it was decided President, Secretary & Treasurer were sufficient.
Karen is awaiting online banking security questions answers from William Kroutil.

Resolution is still pending for the chapter corporation issue. The answers received from Society did not answer the specific questions asked. The Board advised that we follow what other California chapters have done. It was the understanding that Bill was going to Sacramento to process this registration. Karen will call Bill for details/instructions and contact Fred and Ron if further assistance is needed.

We need to be audited. Ron suggested asking another chapter to audit our books as a professional CPA is very expensive and not required. It was recommended that this be included as a ROC agenda topic. Using other chapters to audit our books is a possible future solution.

It was suggested that a financial planner be hired for an audit this year. David will ask his accountant for a proposal.

	Gov. Affairs Report 
	John tried to get 10 California chapters to sign letter to Gov. Brown to support the Standards Board. 5 responded well and 5 never responded.
Issues with Government Affairs and will address at September meeting. If we’re not going to be active they shouldn’t be involved. John has addressed with the Region VP who left it to CAG.  Society was helpful and wrote the letter but they wanted to be sure that the CA chapters supported it before Society sent letter. The letter was never sent but luckily the budget was passed and the Standards board was saved. This is the type of issue that needs to be escalated to the Region if CAG is not getting responses. Fred will also raise this issue to ROC.



	Membership Report
	Current monthly roster is steady and have not lost any members. Membership roster issue was resolved (not receiving them). Members had been automatically transferred due to zip code changes but this is being dealt with. Welcome new members to meetings – Jim usually calls them to invite to the meeting and first meeting is free.
