	Fed-OSHA has issued Cal-OSHA a letter regarding the requirement to evaluate their safety programs (2008-2009) to respond to deficiencies that Fed-OSHA’s report identified within 30 days.  John Duncan, Head of Dept of Industrial relations sent letter to Fed-OHSA that report was not accurate and using California as an example for other states; given that Fed-OSHA is not as stringent as Cal-OSHA. An Advisory Committee meeting on 11/4 in Oakland will discuss the Cal-OSHA stance on this report and the impact on Cal-OSHA safety program.  If Cal-OSHA does not comply then Fed OSHA can come in and take the program back. Fed-OSHA criticized Cal-OSHA for low rate of severe violations.
